What does the Chaplain-Emergency Services Ministry do?

Chaplaincy

As an extension of Cornerstone’s pastoral staff our trained Chaplains respond and provide spiritual support to people that are in personal crisis. Whether it is a medical emergency in the home, field, Care Facility or Hospital, medical procedures in a Hospital, short or long term health problems, Hospice situations, or just spiritual support, Our Chaplains provide a “Ministry of Presence” and are there to provide a listening ear and supportive touch.

The Chaplaincy provides visitation and support to Shut-Ins (those that can not regularly make it to the church for services). Chaplains visit, serve Communion, and provide prayer for Shut-Ins and other persons in need when requested.  We regularly provide prayer at Cornerstone events so that all who need prayer can find someone who will pray with them.  The Chaplains provide set-up and direct support for Baptism Services at Cornerstone as well as providing for any Chaplaincy needs during other events.
The Chaplains coordinate and provide family services in the event of serious injury or death of a church member. Chaplains will assist with coordination of Funerals and Memorial Services when requested by the family or pastoral staff.
Emergency Services

This portion of the Ministry is made up of church members who have a special field of expertise. Most are trained and work in the Medical, Law Enforcement or Fire Professions and have volunteered their time to provide a high level of Emergency Medical Services, Security and Protection to all staff and people on the Campuses of Cornerstone.  These volunteers are present during all church services, and other special events held at our Campuses.
In addition, this portion of the Ministry provides Special Training Opportunities to all staff and members in the Emergency Medical and Disaster Response fields.  Monthly First Aid, Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) and Automated External Defibrillation (AED) training is offered and open to all staff and members of Cornerstone. Partnering with American Red Cross we provide Disaster Response Training to any member that is interested in helping out in times of natural or man-made disasters. We are also proud to offer Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) training as a part of this Ministry.
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
